	Students will discuss their future planning, including education, credential(s), employment, and costs for their plans.  Students also will discuss their back up plans in case things don't work out as they intend.  
"Tell us about your Education, Career & Life Plan."

"What is your post-secondary educational plan?"  (*Remember, this can be any form of further education!)
"What credential(s) do you plan to achieve?"

"How will your educational credentials support your employment plans?"

"What type of costs are associated with your plans?  How do you plan to pay for that goal?"

"What do you see as potential roadblocks to your plans?  How will you handle it if things don't work out as you plan?"

	DISCUSSION/CONVERSATION:  S.D. No 23 Attributes of a Learner in the 21st Century
